Identifying label Cartoon or Comic strip / period 

Cartoon in general refers to single framed images, usually with text at the bottom.

Cartoon can also refer to animated images.  

Comic strip in general refers to a series of frames.  

Conclude with the usual publication information and medium of publication.  Below are examples for cartoons/comic strips from a newspaper, a book and online.  

If the title of a work is a number, alphabetize it as if the number is a word.  Do not, however, change the number to a word.  
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
