Author’s last name / comma / first name / period 

Title of article (properly capitalized) / in quotation marks / period inside quotation mark 
Name of the Newspaper / Italicized (no punctuation)

Date of publication [day / month (abbreviated) / year] / comma 
Add early ed. or late ed. if noted (ed. is an abbreviation for edition) / comma 

Abbreviate the word section (sec.) followed by the number or letter of the section / colon 

    OR provide the name of the section followed by the abbreviation for section / colon

Page number (followed by a + if the article continues to another page) / period 

I have not seen an example of how to include the specific edition (early/late) or the section where an article is placed.  When I find out exactly what that should look like, I will update this document further.  I changed the colon after the section to a comma because I have seen no colon’s in any examples.  
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
