Obtuse – slow to understand or perceive something

Debacle – a sudden disaster, defeat or humiliating failure

Ensue – to follow closely after something else

Magnanimous – generously forgiving

Pugnacious – inclined to fight or be aggressive 

Insolent – aggressively disrespectful

Adversary – an opponent

Rhetoric – speech or writing that communicates its point persuasively (language)

Inconsequential – something that does not matter, is of little to no consequence

Eclectic – varied, made up of parts from various sources, a collection of something

Bolster – to reinforce support or strengthen

Prudent – careful, using good judgment

Myriad – countless, so many that they cannot be counted, made up of many different components

Gusto – enjoyment, delight, pleasure
