
Unknown Author or Staff Writer (aka a corporate author)

When the author is known, the use of the source might look like this:
According to Joseph Bowden’s article “Release of Resources in the Downtown Area” from The New York Times, the financial support for housing developments will bring prosperity to this highly depressed area.  Bowden suggests the shift in priority can be attributed to the recent election.

If the author is listed as staff or is unknown, the use of the source might look like this:

According to “Release of Resources in the Downtown Area” (“RRD”) from The New York Times, the financial support for housing developments will bring prosperity to this highly depressed area. “RRD” suggests the shift in priority can be attributed to the recent election.

Notice how the abbreviation for the title of the article is set up and then used.    

Works cited entry samples for each of the above examples:
When you know the author, do this:

Bowden, Joseph. “Release of Resources in the Downtown Area.” The New York Times. 13 July 


2014, late ed.: B7+. Print.  

When the author is listed as staff or is simply unknown, do this:
“Release of Resources in the Downtown Area.” The New York Times. 13 July 2014, late ed.: 


B7+. Print. 

If the work begins with a numeral, alphabetize as if the numeral were spelled out.  For a book such as 1914: The Coming of the First World War that has no author listed, pretend the title starts with nineteen-fourteen to determine placement on your works cited page.  Do not, however, actually make that change.
