How to Cite Reprints or Excerpts
If the article was originally published under a different title, first state the new title and publication facts, followed by Rpt. of (“Reprint of”), the original title, and the original publication facts.

When anthologies reprint excerpts from previously published material, use the term Excerpt from instead of Rpt. of. 

Follow the example above.  If the excerpt is from an online source, cite the source as you normally would and then add the Excerpt from, followed by the other information.

When the item you are citing was originally published in another form and is republished by the same name on a website, use the following instructions.  
Start with the initial publication information from an anthology (MLA 5.5.6), a translation (MLA 5.5.11), a multivolume work (MLA 5.5.14), or a government publication (MLA 5.5.20). Omit the  Print at the end.  Instead, at that point in your citation, provide the website information in this order: Title of the database or website (in italics), medium of publication (Web) Date of access (day, month, and year), URL in angel brackets. My examples of citing a song with a previous publication is improvised.  I chose to keep the LP designation even though in print media, MLA asks us to omit the word print.
